Eye contact:

Immediately hold eyelids apart and flush the eye continuously with running water. Ensure complete irrigation of the eye by keeping eyelids apart and away
from eye and moving the eyelids by occasionally lifting the upper and lower lids. Continue flushing until advised to stop by the Poisons Information Centre
oradoctor, or for at least 15 minutes. Transport to hospital or doctor without delay. Removal of contact lenses after an eye injury should only be undertaken
by skilled personnel

Skin contact:
Immediately remove all contaminated clothing, including footwear. Flush skin and hair with running water (and soap if available). Seek medical attention
in event of irritation

Inhalation:

remove from contaminated area. Lay patient down. Keep warm and rested. Prostheses such as false teeth, which may block airway, should be removed,
where possible, prior to initiating first aid procedures. Apply artificial respiration if not breathing, preferably with a demand valve resuscitator, bag-valve
mask device, or pocket mask as trained. Perform CPR if necessary. Transport to hospital, or doctor, without delay

Extinguishing media:

Fire Incompatibility:

Section 6 Accidental Release Measures

Minor Spills
Environmental hazard - contain spillage. Clean up all spills immediately. Avoid contact with skin and eyes. Wear impervious gloves and safety goggles.
Trowel up/scrape up. Place spilled material in clean, dry, sealed container. Flush spill area with water

Major Spills
Environmental hazard - contain spillage. If contamination of drains or waterways occurs, advise emergency services. After clean-up operations,
decontaminate and launder all protective clothing and equipment before storing and re-using.

Section 7 Handling and Storage

Handling:

Avoid all personal contact, including inhalation. Wear protective clothing when risk of exposure occurs. Use in a well-ventilated area. Prevent concentration
in hollows and sumps. DO NOT enter confined spaces until atmosphere has been checked. DO NOT allow material to contact humans, exposed food or
food utensils. Avoid contact with incompatible materials. When handling, DO NOT eat, drink or smoke. Keep containers securely sealed when not in use.
Avoid physical damage to containers. Always wash hands with soap and water after handling. Work clothes should be laundered separately. Launder
contaminated clothing before re-use. Use good occupational work practice. Observe manufacturer's storage and handling recommendations contained
within this SDS. Atmosphere should be regularly checked against established exposure standards to ensure safe working conditions are maintained.

Storage:
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Store in original containers. Keep containers securely sealed. Store in a cool, dry, well-ventilated area. Store away from incompatible materials and foodstuff
containers. Protect containers against physical damage and check regularly for leaks. Observe manufacturer's storage and handling recommendations
contained within this SDS.

Suitable Container:

Section 8 Exposure Controls/Personal Protection

Exposure Limits

CAS no. Substance or ingredient WES-TWA WES-STEL

The TWA exposure value is the average airborne concentration of a particular substance when calculated over a normal 8 hour working day for “a 5-day working week. The
STEL (Short Term Exposure Limit) is an exposure value that may be equalled (but should not be exceeded) for no longer than 15 minutes and should not be repeated more
than 4 times per day. There should be at least 60 minutes between successive exposures at the STEL. The term "peak "is used when the TWA limit, because of the rapid action
of the substance, should never be exceeded, even briefly.

Engineering Controls:

Engineering controls are used to remove a hazard or place a barrier between the worker and the hazard. Well-designed engineering controls can be highly
effective in protecting workers and will typically be independent of worker interactions to provide this high level of protection. The basic types of
engineering controls are: Process controls which involve changing the way a job activity or process is done to reduce the risk. Enclosure and/or isolation of
emission source which keeps a selected hazard "physically" away from the worker and ventilation that strategically "adds" and "removes" air in the work
environment. Ventilation can remove or dilute an air contaminant if designed properly. The design of a ventilation system must match the particular process
and chemical or contaminant in use. Employers may need to use multiple types of controls to prevent employee overexposure. For flammable liquids and
flammable gases, local exhaust ventilation or a process enclosure ventilation system may be required. Ventilation equipment should be explosion-resistant.
Air contaminants generated in the workplace possess varying "escape” velocities which, in turn, determine the "capture velocities" of fresh circulating air
required to effectively remove the contaminant.

Exposure controls:

Control Protective measure

Eye Safety glasses with side shields. Chemical goggles. Contact lenses may pose a special hazard; soft contact lenses may absorb

and concentrate irritants. A written policy document, describing the wearing of lenses or restrictions on use, should be

created for each workplace or task. This should include a review of lens absorption and adsorption for the class of chemicals

in use and an account of injury experience. Medical and first-aid personnel should be trained in their removal and suitable equipment
should be readily available. In the event of chemical exposure, begin eye irrigation immediately and remove contact lens as soon as
practicable. Lens should be removed at the first signs of eye redness or irritation - lens should be removed in a clean environment only
after workers have washed hands thoroughly. [AS/NZS 1336 or national equivalent] Close fitting gas tight goggles

Section 13 Disposal Considerations

Disposal methods:

Containers may still present a chemical hazard/ danger when empty. Return to supplier for reuse/ recycling if possible. Otherwise: If container cannot be
cleaned sufficiently well to ensure that residuals do not remain or if the container cannot be used to store the same product, then puncture containers, to
prevent re-use, and bury at an authorised landfill.
